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This movie is filmed entirely at a construction site outside of Stockholm, Sweden. When my 

location scout showed me the site, I immediately fell in love with it. We looked at many 

other locations, but I knew that this 

was the one that I wanted. For me, the 

harshness and decay reflected 

perfectly the archetypal rivalry 

between the two brothers.  

Unfortunately, the construction 

company did not want us to film at 

their site. So we looked for alternatives. 

We found a scarp yard that was good. 

But not perfect. It was until the day 

before the shoot that our Director of 

Photography finally persuaded the 

construction company to let us use 

their site. And we’re very happy that 

they did. 

The only problem with the location was that we were completely at the mercy of the 

weather, which can be very hard to predict in Sweden. The first day basically rained away. 

We kept calling the weather service to get information about when the rain would stop, but 

according to them, there were no rain.  

This is story of the rivalry between two brothers. Håkan is the successful one, running the 

family business. Martin is homeless. When their father dies, he divides the company 

between them. Håkan has always won over Martin in everything, from the marbles they 

played as children to control of the business. And Martin is fixed on the idea of beating his 

brother in a game of marbles. If he can just beat him, everything will turn around. He puts 

all his energy into practicing with his marbles. Håkan wants to buy Martins share of the 

business. But Martin won't do it unless they play one more game. So they play. And the 

stakes are Martin’s shares. 
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Jonas Larsson (Martin) 

Jonas Larsson is a Swedish actor working with both 

film and theater. He has received several acting 

awards, among others for his acting in the short films 

Hidden Despair and The Solution. Jonas Larsson has an 

extensive education in film and theater and has played 

everything from classical drama to comedies. 

Jonas also starred in the Cinemantrix short film How to 

Prepare for a Date, which has been shown at movie 

theaters and film festivals around the world. 

 

Lukas Loughran (Håkan) 

Lukas Loughran has worked with most of Sweden's top actors and directors since 

returning from his training at the Lee Strasberg Theatre Institute in New York. 

 

Before turning to acting Lukas had a successful 

career as a chef, ending up with a stint in Paris. But 

after ten years, it was time for a change. Since his 

first appearance on the TV-series Kommissionen 

(The Commission) 2004 Lukas has appeared in two 

more TV series, seven feature films and more 

award-winning shorts than he can count. He won 

the best actor award at the Vårullen film festival in 

2006. 

 

With an Australian father and Swedish mother, 

Lukas was raised in England, Ireland and Sweden 

and is bilingual. This came to use recently when he was cast in the BBC version of 

Wallander (a Swedish detective story by Henning Mankell) starring Kenneth Branagh. 

 

Lukas works frequently on stage in Sweden and is also a founding member of the Long 

Loud Sound theatre group in New York as well as the Dr Benway group in Stockholm. 
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Hans Montelius (Director and Screenwriter) 

Hans is a director and screenwriter working with 

features, shorts, documentaries and award winning 

commercials. Hans has worked for 16 years in the 

theater, where he has directed and written several 

plays that have been performed in Sweden. He 

founded one of the largest theaters in Sweden, with 

860 seats. 

In the last few years, he has devoted all his time to 

film. Hans runs Cinemantrix, a production company 

with offices in Stockholm and Los Angeles. He splits 

his time between LA and Stockholm, having lived 

seven years in the US. 

He has directed six shorts in the past year, which have been shown at film festivals all over 

the world. And he is now moving into features. Hans has won the UCLA Professional 

Program Screenwriting Competition with his latest feature screenplay, Commander in 

Love.
